When preparing to fly, passengers are requested to arrive at the airport 2 hours before departure
time. They must register their tickets, get a seat assignment, and weigh and check their luggage.

Most airlines have at least 2 classes of travel, first class and economy class. Economy class
tickets are much less expensive. Each passenger more than 2 years old gets a free luggage
allowance. Generally this weight limit is 20 kg of checked baggage for economy class
passengers and 30 kg for first class passengers. If you check excess luggage you’ll have to pay a
fee calculated by the number of extra pieces and the extra weight. Every passenger is also
allowed one small carry-on bag, for instance a laptop computer or small suitcase.

The rules for passengers who are traveling abroad are similar in most countries but there are,
sometimes, slight differences. Here are some things to remember: if, for instance, you need to go
through Customs, try to fill in the customs declaration before you talk to the customs officer. He
will ask every passenger the same, routine questions about whether he is carrying anything he
wants to declare: like tobacco, alcohol, presents, and sums of money.

At the check-in counter, your ticket is looked at, your things are weighed and labeled with their
destination. The next formality is filling in the immigration form and going through passport
control. Remember to have a black or blue pen with you because the immigration form has to be
filled in block letters. You write your name, nationality, permanent address and the purpose of
your trip. In most countries there is also a security check when your carry-on-luggage is

When you arrive at your destination, some of these same formalities will undoubtedly be
repeated. Often while on board the plane you will be given a customs declaration and
immigration form to fill in. At the airport you may be met by a specially trained dog whose job it
is to make sure that no passengers are carrying any illegal drugs. In addition, the immigration
officer might want to inspect your visa, your invitation and even your return ticket.

London Heathrow Airport is the busiest airport in the United Kingdom and Europe,
mainly used by British Airways and Virgin Atlantic. The airport has four terminals (T2, T3, T4,
T5) and two runways. A third runway will be opened in 2025, at the expense of Harmondsworth
and Sipson.

Heathrow Airport is situated in the west of London. All terminals are easily accessible by
public transport and car, from the M4 and M25 motorways.

Terminal 1, Terminal 2 and Terminal 3 are located in the centre of the airport complex,
Terminal 4 is on the southern side and Terminal 5 on the western side. London Heathrow’s
newest terminal is Terminal 2 (The Queen’s Terminal), it opened in June 2014. Terminal 1 has
been closed since June 2015.

A taxi is the quickest and most comfortable way to get to and from London Heathrow
Airport. The price for a taxi ride from the airport to the centre of London is about £ 70. Book
your taxi at London Heathrow Airport and discover the comfort of pre-booked taxis.

they are quite expensive unless you can get a reduction.

The easiest way to get a reduction is to get a return ticket. If you can buy a day-return (so
that you go and come back on the same day) you can save 45 % of your fare. Other train tickets
are available for travel at weekends or mid-week. If you can't buy for travel a return, you must
buy a single. In Britain tickets (except some special reduced fares) are valid on all trains. It is not
necessary to pay a supplement to travel on an express.

[f you want to find out details you can go to the platform at British stations. The ticket
collector will want to check your ticket and will sell you a platform ticket if you don't want to
travel but only want to say good-bye to a friend. You must keep your ticket safe during the
journey because it will be checked when you arrive, and probably during the journey as well by
the guard. All trains in Britain have first and second class carriages; if you want to travel first
class you have to pay about 50 % extra for your ticket.

Train ticket booking allows the travelers to seek a confirmed berth in the selected class of a train.
There are two ways of booking train tickets: through railway station ticket counters or online

train ticket booking. Unique PNR (Passenger Name Record) is generated against every ticket
booked.

What is the general process for online train ticket booking?

Online train tickets can be booked by logging into the IRCTC (a subsidiary of the Indian
Railways) website directly or by seeking help from licensed IRCTC agents. Users have to select
the source and destination stations, select a train, check for train ticket availability, provide the
passenger details (name/s, age, gender, berth preference and meal preference) and then proceed
towards payment gateway. The online train ticket booking is finalized once the payment is made.
SMS and email is sent to user’s registered details.

What is assisted train ticket booking?

This is a new concept, whereby the user is helped by an experienced IRCTC licensed agent
during the online train ticket booking process. Assisted train ticket booking removes 90% stress
involved in the booking process. The user gets important tips and advice (which are backed by
data) in every important step. For example, if tickets are not available for your first choice train,
the agent quickly suggests an alternative train (with equally good performance and matching for
the travel plans) with high train ticket availability.

What are the limitations of online train ticket booking?

Indian railway offers more privileges to the passengers who are willing to book tickets from the
railway station ticket counters. Passengers booking train tickets from a station ticket counter can
opt for various quotas and concessions. Most of these options are not available for online train
ticket booking. While booking train tickets online, the users can only opt for the Senior Citizens,
Ladies quota and related concession. Online train ticket booking facility is also not applicable for

A quick Google search (e.g. “train
lines in Italy”) should lead you to the right place if you’re not sure where to start.

If you are traveling through several countries, there may be regional trains that can be booked
through your country of departure.

You can also find helpful lists of worldwide railway websites online.

Many companies have apps for iPhone or Android where you can book tickets, check timetables,
get alerts about delays or timetable changes, and even store your electronic tickets.

2. Use a third party website to buy your tickets if the train line’s website is not navigable. If you
find that the website for the train line is not available in English, or is not easy to navigate, it's
best to find a third party website to buy your ticket rather than risk booking the wrong ticket.

If the website is not available in English, it may also mean that it does not accept foreign
payment methods.

Know that many third party websites charge a small fee on top of the ticket price. Fees can
range from $1-5.

3. Decide whether you will need a single one-way ticket or a round-trip ticket. If you don’t know
if and when you will return to your departure station, a one-way ticket is the best choice. Buy a
round-trip ticket if you know you will be coming back to the same place.

[t can be cheaper to buy a round-trip ticket than two one-way tickets, so compare the price of
buying a round-trip ticket with two separate tickets if you plan to return to your departure station.

In Europe, round-trip tickets are cheaper in Britain, Ireland, and Spain.

Some areas may offer day return tickets along popular routes. These are often only a little more
expensive than a single one-way ticket.

4. Consider buying a rail pass if you will riding the train often. Rail passes are good for
unlimited travel for periods ranging from one week to one year. You can also get a flexi train
pass, which allow you to travel for a certain number of days within a fixed period.

Rail passes should be booked in advance and validated in the ticket office (not on train) on your
first day of train travel.

5. Choose the right ticket for your budget. An economy class ticket is the least expensive and
most popular. In some areas, however, first-class tickets are only marginally more expensive
than economy, so you may find it well worth the price on a longer trip.

A ticket machine, also known as aticket vending machine (TVM), is avending
machine that produces tickets. For instance, ticket machines dispense train tickets at railway
stations and tram tickets at some tram stops and in some trams. The typical transaction consists
of a user using the display interface to select the type and quantity of tickets and then choosing a
payment method of either cash, credit/debit card or smartcard. The ticket or tickets are printed
and dispensed to the user.

To encourage usage of ticket machines and reduce the need for salespersons, machine prices may
n some cases be lower than those at a ticket counter.

In many countries where trains and urban transport tickets operate largely on the honor system
(with enforcement by roving inspectors or conductors), there are also machines in stations (or in
vehicles) just for validating tickets. This is for the situation where one buys a ticket in advance
and decides to use it later. Usually, the ticket is time-stamped to determine its validity period. A
common problem is forgetting to validate and then being fined as if one had no ticket at all.

Ticket machines that are out of service or accept 'exact change only' result in losses for transport
providers. Ticket machines on trams in Melbourne, for example, often run out of change when
passengers use a higher ratio of $2 and 50c coins, depleting the ticket machine of smaller coin
denominations (10c, 20c). Passengers do not need to buy tickets on trams when ticket machines
run out of change.

For every traffic violation, you receive penalty points. If you collect twelve or more
penalty points in three years, vour license will be automatically revoked for at least six months.

Thomas Cook Company is the oldest travel company in the world. As a matter of fact,
Thomas Cook from England opened the age of organized tourism. It started in 1841 when
Thomas Cook arranged the first trip for 570 Englishmen by railway. In 1843 Thomas Cook
organized the first group tour by train. This time he provided tourists with meals and tickets for
the races. So it was the first package tour.

Later on Thomas Cook made arrangements for organized visits to the First
International Industrial Exhibition. The Exhibition opened in London in 1851. The tourists came
from different parts of England. All those were domestic tours. However, Thomas Cook decided
not to stick to domestic tourism within his country only. Four years later, in 1855 he arranged the
first overseas trip. It was a tour to the Exhibition in Paris. After that regular tourist trips started to
other countries of Europe.

Thomas Cook continued expanding his travel business. In 1866 he arranged the
first trip of two groups of Englishmen to the USA. Thomas Cook set up the first travel agency.
Thomas Cook Company is still very active on the travel market. It is both a tour operator and a
travel agency. But now two German companies own it.

In the 18th century (1777) the first organized group of young men from noble families of
Russia made the first trip abroad. They toured around Germany, Switzerland, Italy and France.
The purpose of the tour was to get familiar with local universities and art galleries. In the same
18th century the first guide books for leisure travellers on Moscow and St. Petersburg were
published. Those manuals gave details of sights and art collections in the old and the new capital
of Russia.

Thomas Cook Company was very well-known in Russia. But the country's first national
travel agency emerged in St. Petersburg in 1885. It was founded by L. Lipson. The travel agency
got the name of the «Enterprise for Public Travel to All Parts of the World». In 1901 the Russian
Tourist Society came into being. However, only well-off noble people were its members.

After the October Revolution tourism in Russia involved common people, too. In 1929
the Society of Proletarian Tourism was created. As a matter of fact, our reputable the «Intourist»
Joint-Stock Company, which used to deal with international tourism during the Soviet period,
was organized as long ago as in 1929, too.

Tourism has been one of the fastest growing industries in recent years. The growth rate of
tourism has generally exceeded the growth rate for the worldwide economy. In spite of its rapid
growth, it is not easy to define tourism. Tourism necessarily involves travel, a tourist is usually
defined as a person who is visiting some place other than his usual residence for more than 24
hours. A tourist is distinguished by the length of his trip from an excursionist, who is away from
his usual residence for less than 24 hours, or a weekend.

The purpose of travel must also enter into the definition of tourism. Many people travel
entirely for the purpose of recreation, or pleasure, they are people on holiday. Other people travel
for reasons of health. Other people travel to visit friends or relatives, a reason that has become
more important because of increased mobility throughout the world. Still others travel in order to
educate themselves because travel is broadening the mind.

All of these people are generally considered tourists since the primary reason for their
trips is recreation. Most tourist statistics also include people who are travelling on business.
Among them are businessmen and government officials on specific missions, as well as people
attending meetings or conventions. A kind of business travel is the incentive trip. This trip is
given to a man as a bonus or reward for good work.

Many people among those travelling on business often combine pleasure with their work.
They also use the same transportation, accommodation and catering facilities as the holiday
tourists. Accommodation refers to hotels or other places where a traveller can find rest and
shelter; catering facilities refers to places where a traveller can find food and drink.

Tourism is a relatively new phenomenon in the world. Since being away from home is a
necessary component of tourism, its development as a mass industry depended on modern means
of rapid and inexpensive transportation. Tourism as we know it today began with building of the
railroads in the 19" century. In fact, the words tourism and tourist themselves were not used for
the first time until about 1800.

Steamships also developed tourism, especially across the North Atlantic, the main route
of modern tourism. Cars and airplanes have become the most popular means of transportation for
recreationab segrincrecent years. But the greatest growth in international tourism took place

restaurants, cafes, casinos, and taxi drivers, but also many commercial manufacturers of such
different things as sunglasses, cameras, film, and sports clothing.

The futurist, John Naisbit, says that the global economy of the twenty-first century
will be driven by three super-service industries: telecommunications, information technology,

and travel and tourism.

The fact that tourism is expected to grow so rapidly presents both tremendous
opportunities and challenges. The good news is the variety of exciting career prospects for
today's hospitality and tourism graduates. Tourism, although a mature industry, is a young
profession. Careful management of tourism and travel will be necessary to avoid repercussions
and negativism toward the 'pesky' tourist — which is already happening to some extent in Europe,
where the sheer number of tourists overwhelms attractions and facilities.

Travel agencies are retail tourist companies which work directly with the public. Travel
agencies are often called travel shops where customers buy different tourist products. Travel
agencies sell tour operators' tour packages and individual tourist services. Among tour packages
there are inclusive tours, charter inclusive tours and inclusive tours with an excursion. Travel
agencies also sell coaching tours and cruising tours. Travel agencies form groups of tourists who
take part in ready-made prepaid tours. They also make individual travel arrangements.

Among separate tourist services there are air tickets, train tickets, boat or ferry tickets,
hotel rooms, car rentals, sightseeing tours, services of a guide or a guide-interpreter. Travel
agencies also offer travel insurances and theatre tickets to their customers.

There are large travel agencies which are members of a
chain. A chain is a group of agencies which belong to the same company. In this case they often
have the word «Group» in their names, for instance, Barry Martin Group or Blue Heart Travel
Group. Usually such travel agencies act as tour operators as well.
