Modern life is impossible without travelling. From time to time we have to go to another
city or country on business. Then after a year's work people go on holiday and they don't like to
spend it at home. Millions of people all over the world spend their holidays travelling. They travel
to see other countries and continents, modern cities and the ruins of ancient towns, they travel to
enjoy picturesque places or just for a change of scene. It is always interesting to discover new
things, to see different ways of life, to meet different people, to try different food, to listen to
different musical rhythms.

Those who live in the country like to go to a big city and spend their time visiting
museums and art galleries, looking at shop windows and dining at exotic restaurants. City dwellers
usually like a quiet holiday by the sea or on the mountains with nothing to do but walk and bathe
and lie in the sun.

People who wish to travel either for pleasure or on business have at their disposal various
means of transport.

And there is nothing more interesting than a big
railway station! There is the movement, the excitement, the gaiety of people going away or
waiting to meet friends. When the day of your departure comes you go to the railway station, there
you can see long distance trains. They have got a lot of carriages, among them a dining car and a
luggage van. The porters are busy carrying the passengers' luggage to the train. Those who have to
wait for their train usually sit in the waiting hall.

Travelling by sea is mostly for those who are going on holiday and want a pleasant voyage.
You can see the rise and fall of the waves, feel the fresh sea wind blowing in your face and hear
the cry of the sea-gulls. On board a large cruise ship people cross oceans and visit other countries.
The ship stops for a day or two in different ports and people go ashore on excursions. Crossing the
ocean is a magnificent and very long voyage.

Many people prefer travelling by car. This way you can explore the nearby towns and



cities. The greatest advantage is that you can stop whenever you like that you are not bound by
any schedule. You start from your own front door and take any road you like. One of the cheapest
and the most popular ways of travelling is hiking. It is always a great experience for a lover of
nature. Walking through the wood or along the river, having a rest on the shore of a forest lake,
climbing a mountain, you feel yourself a part of nature. You can not only admire the nature but
gain experience and knowledge during your walking tour. This form of travelling attracts a great
number of young people and helps them to become strong and healthy. But it depends on the
weather, of course.

All means of travelling have their advantages and disadvantages. People choose one
according to their plans and destination and each way of travelling gives great pleasure. When
travelling we see and learn a lot of things that we can never see or learn at home.

Teopernueckas yacthb: Planning and organizing your travels

Whether you’re just planning a day trip or something more extensive, you’ll need some fun as
well as some learning to keep everyone engaged.

Plan Group Activities

Managing larger group activities when you’re away on a trip can be hard work as it can be
difficult to find the space to conduct an activity all together. Smaller group activities can be much
more fun for everyone involved. Set teams off on a scavenger hunt or ask groups to become
“specialists” in different areas of the trip experience. You can then bring the groups back together
once you’re back to school to discuss their findings.

Leave Some Free Time

Whilst students are sure to get a lot from the educational aspects of the trip, you don’t want them
to feel like they’re in class 24/7. A trip is an opportunity to experience a new place and learn
independence too. Leave your students some free time to explore your destination under their own
scheme. Or if they’re too young to be left unaccompanied, plan some fun activities such as a
games afternoon or a morning at a playpark.

Research and Analysis

To really consolidate your students’ learning, introduce the educational points before you leave for
the trip and get them to revisit them upon your return. You could ask them to research your
destination online before you depart and answer some quiz questions. Then get them to produce
reports or posters to display what they’ve learnt when you all get home.

Organizing a trip requires lots of planning. But when you plan well, have clear objectives in mind,
making things fun and educational whilst you’re away will be a breeze.

When preparing to fly, passengers are requested to arrive at the airport 2 hours before departure
time. They must register their tickets, get a seat assignment, and weigh and check their luggage.

Most airlines have at least 2 classes of travel, first class and economy class. Economy class tickets
are much less expensive. Each passenger more than 2 years old gets a free luggage allowance.
Generally this weight limit is 20 kg of checked baggage for economy class passengers and 30 kg
for first class passengers. If you check excess luggage you’ll have to pay a fee calculated by the
number of extra pieces and the extra weight. Every passenger is also allowed one small carry-on
bag, for instance a laptop computer or small suitcase.

The rules for passengers who are traveling abroad are similar in most countries but there are,
sometimes, slight differences. Here are some things to remember: if, for instance, you need to go
through Customs, try to fill in the customs declaration before you talk to the customs officer. He
will ask every passenger the same, routine questions about whether he is carrying anything he
wants to declare: like tobacco, alcohol, presents, and sums of money.

At the check-in counter, your ticket is looked at, your things are weighed and labeled with their
destination. The next formality is filling in the immigration form and going through passport
control. Remember to have a black or blue pen with you because the immigration form has to be
filled in block letters. You write your name, nationality, permanent address and the purpose of
your trip. In most countries there is also a security check when your carry-on-luggage is inspected.

After fulfilling all these formalities you go to the departure lounge where you can have a snack,
read a paper or buy something in the duty-free shop and wait for the announcement to board the
plane.

When you arrive at your destination, some of these same formalities will undoubtedly be repeated.
Often while on board the plane you will be given a customs declaration and immigration form to
fill in. At the airport you may be met by a specially trained dog whose job it is to make sure that
no passengers are carrying any illegal drugs. In addition, the immigration officer might want to
inspect your visa, your invitation and even your return ticket.

Many people worry about catching the right train, but keeping the following key pieces of
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information in mind, it is actually very simple.

The most important thing is the train's final destination, as this will be shown on the departure
board and announced on the station tannoy. When booking your ticket, make sure you find out the
final destination of any trains you plan to take.

Another important piece of information is the scheduled departure time. This will be printed
on your ticket and displayed on the departure boards in the train station. Trains are timetabled to
the minute and it is unlikely that more than one train wll be departing at exactly the same time.
Note that if a train is delayed, it is still referred to by its scheduled departure time, although the
actual departure time will also be displayed on the board.

National Rail's live departure boards are useful for checking whether your train is late or on
time before you arrive at the station. Simply enter the station you're leaving from and your
destination and all the trains scheduled for this journey will be returned. To the left of each station
name is an estimated time of departure from that station and if the train is running late, the
approximate delay time is listed on the right. The platform your train will be arriving at is also
shown. This site can also be used from mobiles so you can check it on the go. It is often more up
to date and accurate than the departure boards in the station!

When a train is arriving, the station tannoy will play a message which names the final
destination, departure time, train operating company and a list of all the stops. It also tells you
which platform it's arriving at. This is probably the most useful source of information on a station,
so make sure you can hear it!

The departures board is usually a screen hanging from the roof, showing a list of the next few
trains leaving from that station and from which platform. Sometimes, each platform has its own
departure board as well, with more detail such as stops.

When catching trains, be aware that they like to leave precisely 'on the dot' and the doors can
be locked up to 45 seconds before they are supposed to leave. So don't cut it too close!

If you have any trouble, station staff are always willing to help. Show the guard your ticket
and they ought to be able to tell you which train you want and the platform it is departing from.

In Britain railways are owned by the state. In general train services are very good, especially
on express inter-city lines. Trains are comfortable, clean, frequent and fast, and often have food.
They are often quicker than the coach, especially on direct routes. Many long-distance trains have
“sleeper” compartments and most have restaurant and buffet cars. However, they are quite
expensive unless you can get a reduction.

The easiest way to get a reduction is to get a return ticket. If you can buy a day-return (so
that you go and come back on the same day) you can save 45 % of your fare. Other train tickets
are available for travel at weekends or mid-week. If you can't buy for travel a return, you must buy
a single. In Britain tickets (except some special reduced fares) are valid on all trains. It is not
necessary to pay a supplement to travel on an express.

If you want to find out details you can go to the platform at British stations. The ticket
collector will want to check your ticket and will sell you a platform ticket if you don't want to
travel but only want to say good-bye to a friend. You must keep your ticket safe during the
journey because it will be checked when you arrive, and probably during the journey as well by
the guard. All trains in Britain have first and second class carriages; if you want to travel first class
you have to pay about 50 % extra for your ticket.

A train station, railway station, railroad station, or depot (see below) is a railway facility or
area where trains regularly stop to load or unload passengers or freight. It generally consists of at
least one track-side platform and a station building (depot) providing such ancillary services
as ticket sales and waiting rooms. If a station is on a single-track line, it often has a passing loop to
facilitate traffic movements. The smallest stations are most often referred to as "stops"” or, in some
parts of the world, as "halts" (flag stops).

Stations may be at ground level, underground, or elevated. Connections may be available to
intersecting rail lines or other transport modes such as buses, trams or other rapid transit systems.

In British English, traditional usage favours railway station or simply station, even
though train station, which is often perceived as an Americanism, is now about as common
as railway station in writing; railroad station is not used, railroad being obsolete there. In British
usage, the word station is commonly understood to mean a railway station unless otherwise
qualified. In American English, the most common term in contemporary usage is train
station; railroad station and railway station are less common, though they have been more
common in the past.

In addition to its use for storage facilities, in North America the term depot is sometimes
used as an alternative name for station, along with the compound forms train depot, railway depot,
and railroad depot, but also applicable for goods and other vehicles.

Stations usually have staffed ticket sales offices, automated ticket machines, or both,
although on some lines tickets are sold on board the trains. Many stations include a shop or
convenience store. Larger stations usually have fast-food or restaurant facilities. In some
countries, stations may also have a bar or pub. Other station facilities may include: toilets, left-
luggage, lost-and-found, departures and arrivals boards, luggage carts, waiting rooms, taxi
ranks, bus bays and even car parks. Larger or manned stations tend to have a greater range of
facilities including also a station security office. These are usually open for travellers when there
is sufficient traffic over a long enough period of time to warrant the cost. In large cities this may
mean facilities available around the clock. A basic station might only have platforms, though it
may still be distinguished from a halt, a stopping or halting place that may not even have
platforms.

In many African, South American countries, and Asian countries, stations are also used as a
place for public markets and other informal businesses. This is especially true on tourist routes or
stations near tourist destinations.

As well as providing services for passengers and loading facilities for goods, stations can
sometimes have locomotive and rolling stock depots (usually with facilities for storing and
refuelling rolling stock and carrying out minor repair jobs).

Train ticket booking allows the travelers to seek a confirmed berth in the selected class of a train.
There are two ways of booking train tickets: through railway station ticket counters or online train
ticket booking. Unique PNR (Passenger Name Record) is generated against every ticket booked.

What is the general process for online train ticket booking?

Online train tickets can be booked by logging into the IRCTC (a subsidiary of the Indian
Railways) website directly or by seeking help from licensed IRCTC agents. Users have to select

the source and destination stations, select a train, check for train ticket availability, provide the
passenger details (name/s, age, gender, berth preference and meal preference) and then proceed
towards payment gateway. The online train ticket booking is finalized once the payment is made.
SMS and email is sent to user’s registered details.

What is assisted train ticket booking?

This is a new concept, whereby the user is helped by an experienced IRCTC licensed agent during
the online train ticket booking process. Assisted train ticket booking removes 90% stress involved
in the booking process. The user gets important tips and advice (which are backed by data) in
every important step. For example, if tickets are not available for your first choice train, the agent
quickly suggests an alternative train (with equally good performance and matching for the travel
plans) with high train ticket availability.

What are the limitations of online train ticket booking?

Indian railway offers more privileges to the passengers who are willing to book tickets from the
railway station ticket counters. Passengers booking train tickets from a station ticket counter can
opt for various quotas and concessions. Most of these options are not available for online train
ticket booking. While booking train tickets online, the users can only opt for the Senior Citizens,
Ladies quota and related concession. Online train ticket booking facility is also not applicable for
many international cross-border trains.

Which documents or ID Cards are required for online train ticket booking?

The users do not have to input any ID card details during train ticket booking session. However,
the passenger/s need to carry and show one of following identity card during their journey.

1. Find out what train lines operate where you plan to travel. A quick Google search (e.g. “train
lines in Italy”) should lead you to the right place if you’re not sure where to start.

If you are traveling through several countries, there may be regional trains that can be booked
through your country of departure.

You can also find helpful lists of worldwide railway websites online.

Many companies have apps for iPhone or Android where you can book tickets, check timetables,
get alerts about delays or timetable changes, and even store your electronic tickets.

2. Use a third party website to buy your tickets if the train line’s website is not navigable. If you
find that the website for the train line is not available in English, or is not easy to navigate, it's best
to find a third party website to buy your ticket rather than risk booking the wrong ticket.

If the website is not available in English, it may also mean that it does not accept foreign payment
methods.

Know that many third party websites charge a small fee on top of the ticket price. Fees can range
from $1-5.



3. Decide whether you will need a single one-way ticket or a round-trip ticket. If you don’t know
if and when you will return to your departure station, a one-way ticket is the best choice. Buy a
round-trip ticket if you know you will be coming back to the same place.

It can be cheaper to buy a round-trip ticket than two one-way tickets, so compare the price of
buying a round-trip ticket with two separate tickets if you plan to return to your departure station.

In Europe, round-trip tickets are cheaper in Britain, Ireland, and Spain.

Some areas may offer day return tickets along popular routes. These are often only a little more
expensive than a single one-way ticket.

4. Consider buying a rail pass if you will riding the train often. Rail passes are good for unlimited
travel for periods ranging from one week to one year. You can also get a flexi train pass, which
allow you to travel for a certain number of days within a fixed period.

Rail passes should be booked in advance and validated in the ticket office (not on train) on your
first day of train travel.

5. Choose the right ticket for your budget. An economy class ticket is the least expensive and most
popular. In some areas, however, first-class tickets are only marginally more expensive than
economy, so you may find it well worth the price on a longer trip.

In some rare cases, first-class tickets may be even cheaper than economy tickets because the
economy cars are already full.

If you are looking for a quieter train ride because you want to sleep or work but don’t want to pay
the premium price for a first-class ticket, look for quiet cars where the passengers are not allowed
to talk on the phone or speak loudly with their seatmates.

The minimum age for driving in the UK is 17, and you must adhere to this law regardless
of the minimum driving age in your home country. Driving in the UK, whether with a local
license or a foreign one, automatically makes you subject to British road rules. These include, but
are not limited to, the following:

- Seat belts must be worn by all persons in the car at all times.

- Children under the age of 12 or under 1.35 m tall (whichever is reached first) are required to use
appropriate seats and child restraints.

- The legal blood alcohol limit for drivers is 0.8%o in Wales and England and 0.5%o in Scotland. -
The use of hand-held mobile phones is illegal and will result in hefty fines and penalty points to
your license.

- Be aware of illegal parking, especially in cities; your car might get towed at your own
expense. - Speeding is illegal, and will incur penalty points and monetary fines. Speed limits for
cars are 30 miles/n (48 km/h) in towns and cities, 60 miles/h (96 km/h) on single-lane
carriageways, and 70 miles/h (112 km/h) on dual-lane carriageways as well as motorways. Speed
cameras, average speed cameras, and automatic license plate recognition are the norm on British
roads.

For every traffic violation, you receive penalty points. If you collect twelve or more
penalty points in three years, your license will be automatically revoked for at least six months.
Depending on the individual offense and/or your total number of penalty points, you may also face
a fine, an appearance in court, a longer driving ban, or even jail time in very serious cases. New
drivers should note that their license will be suspended if they get more than five penalty points
within the first two years of driving.

Northern Ireland has some very similar, but still separate regulations, which you can find
on the website of the Northern Ireland government services. If your driver’s license has been
revoked in Great Britain, you are also banned from driving in Northern Ireland, Ireland, and the
Isle of Man.

TeopeTnyeckas 4acTh:

The UK, is one of the countries in the world where people drive on the left hand side of the
road. They are part of a minority of 34%. The majority, at 66%, drive on the right, including most
of mainland Europe. The only European countries who don't drive on the right are the UK;

Ireland; Malta and Cyprus.

So why do they drive on the left? It's widely accepted to be related to the practicalities, and

niceties, of a time when most people travelled on horses or horse-drawn vehicles and the fact that
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the majority of people are right-handed. The theories below generally cover the main reasons why
they drive on the left.

- It's supposedly easier to mount a horse from the left if you're right-handed. In days passed, this
also stopped your weapon from restricting your movement when mounting, as weapons were
predominantly worn at the left hand side, and stopped the weapon from injuring the horse.

- To drive (or ride, as was) on the left hand side of the road allowed free movement of the right
hand. In the past this allowed a weapon to be freely drawn and used, (both in defence and attack!)

- Driving on the left also enabled positive social behaviour, in that it left the right hand free and
enabled people to shake hands, etc. with neighbours or acquaintances when they passed each
other.

The first written Act in the UK to stipulate that traffic must drive on the left hand side of
the road was The Highway Act of 1773, and was in reference to traffic crossing London Bridge.
This was then passed into law as a general 'rule’ in The Highway Act (1835).

There is, however, substantial evidence that left hand traffic has been the preferred
option since at least Roman times in Britain. Archaeologists have excavated many sites where
there are deeply gouged tracks on the left side of roads into towns and cities. The depth of the
tracks going into these areas are significantly deeper than the grooves travelling out. This suggests
that full, heavily-laden carts, possibly on the way into towns to sell goods at market, travelled on
the left, causing deep grooves on entering. The grooves on the right hand side of the road,
speculated to denote travel out of the towns, have proved to be shallower. It is thought that this is
because the goods must have been sold and the carts, therefore, would have been much lighter,
carrying far smaller loads.

When you contact your insurer after your vehicle is stolen, it will examine your policy to confirm
you carry comprehensive coverage. Depending on the insurer, you might have to wait for a
predetermined time before the settlement process begins to give the police time to investigate the
incident and possibly recover your vehicle. This helps to protect the insurer against fraudulent
activity, such as a falsified theft report.

Investigation
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In addition to assessing the information contained in the police report, your insurance company
will conduct its own investigation. An insurance company employee known as a claims adjuster
will likely interview you and any potential witnesses to the incident. According to Autos.com, it is
in your best interest to cooperate fully with the adjuster, as this can speed up the claims handling
process and alleviate concerns that you might have committed insurance fraud.

No Recovery

If the insurer is satisfied that your vehicle was stolen and the waiting period has expired without
recovery, it will begin the claim settlement process. In general, the company will pay you the
current market value of your vehicle, minus the deductible, which is the amount you are required
to pay out of your own pocket before your coverage goes into effect. Depending on your policy,
you might also receive reimbursement for any expenses involved with renting a vehicle
temporarily.

Vehicle Recovery

It's possible that the police will recover your vehicle during the waiting period and that it sustained
damage. Depending on the extent of the damage, your insurer could either pay to repair it or
declare the vehicle a total loss. As with when the company determines your vehicle was stolen,
you will be responsible for paying the deductible. Your auto insurer will not pay to replace any
missing personal effects, although your homeowners policy might provide this coverage.

The November 8th, 1968 Vienna Convention on Road Traffic was amended in 2006. This
amendment requires the international driver’s license to contain additional identifiable information
pertaining to the Holder of the license. The purpose of this additional information is to aid law
enforcement officers in case of an emergency or any other issue that may arise on the road
involving the license holder.

Thomas Cook Company is the oldest travel company in the world. As a matter of fact,
Thomas Cook from England opened the age of organized tourism. It started in 1841 when Thomas
Cook arranged the first trip for 570 Englishmen by railway. In 1843 Thomas Cook organized the
first group tour by train. This time he provided tourists with meals and tickets for the races. So it
was the first package tour.

Later on Thomas Cook made arrangements for organized visits to the First International
Industrial Exhibition. The Exhibition opened in London in 1851. The tourists came from different
parts of England. All those were domestic tours. However, Thomas Cook decided not to stick to
domestic tourism within his country only. Four years later, in 1855 he arranged the first overseas
trip. It was a tour to the Exhibition in Paris. After that regular tourist trips started to other countries
of Europe.

Thomas Cook continued expanding his travel business. In 1866 he arranged the first trip of
two groups of Englishmen to the USA. Thomas Cook set up the first travel agency. Thomas Cook
Company is still very active on the travel market. It is both a tour operator and a travel agency.
But now two German companies own it.

Incentive tourism means that a business company offers holiday tours to its employees and
covers all travel expenses.

On the one hand, the company does it as a reward or a bonus to a person for his successful
work. On the other hand, the company does it as an incentive for the future. The company hopes
that the employee will work even better in future and bring profit to the company.

Very often an employer sets a target for an employee: «You will earn a holiday in France
for your family if you exceed your quota by 10 per cent next year». Incentive tourism emerged in
the 1960s in the USA. Later on it spread in Europe. But only large progressive corporations offer
incentive tours to their employees.

In some countries there are specialist tourist companies which arrange incentive tours for
business corporations. They take great responsibility because incentive tours go under the name of
the business corporation. It means that good travel arrangements will improve its reputation. Bad
travel arrangements will shake its reputation.

This type of tourism is still a very small part of international tourism. Most probably this
type of tourism won't grow in future.

The latest trend in tourism is travel that combines preserving the natural world and
sustaining the well-being of the human cultures that inhabit it. Unlike traditional tourism,
ecotourism promotes environmentally responsible travel and seeks to ensure that visitors "take
nothing but photographs and leave behind nothing but footprints." An equally important part of
the ecotourism equation is "sustainable” tourism that enables local people to protect their natural
and cultural resources and profit from them at the same time.

The general concept of ecotourism arose when conservationists realised the potential
benefits in combining people's interest in nature with their concern for the environment. An early
model for ecotourism came from East Africa in the 1970s, when Kenya began collecting fees from
safari-bound tourists heading into its national parks. Those revenues were earmarked to support
conservation and park maintenance in its vast wildlife preserves.

The truly "green” traveller emphasises the necessity for tours that strictly limit group size,
coordinate with native guides, and donate a percentage of tour profits to community projects or
research.

Most ecotourism destinations can be found in areas with vast natural surroundings and
plentiful flora and fauna. Places like deserts, tropical rainforests, coral reefs, and ice glaciers are
prime locations. Also important in ecotourism is the presence of a culture that is unique to the
visitor. The focus of ecotourism is to provide tourists with new knowledge about a certain natural
area and the culture that is found within, along with a little bit of adventure. As for the natives,
ecotourism is to help improve the local economy and conservation efforts. All parties are to gain a
new appreciation for nature and people.

Solimar has a long history of involvement in development projects that promote cultural
tourism. Here’s a glimpse at 2 of them:
Morocco: Down the Road of Traditional Crafts
Before 2010, Morocco has a vibrant craft industry, yet artisans had insufficient opportunity for
direct sales. Solimar collaborated with Aid to Artisans and the Moroccan Ministry of Crafts to
facilitate direct linkages between artisans and tourists in Marrakech and Fez. This was achieved
through establishing new or updating existing artisan and cultural heritage routes, and furnishing
them with engaging creating marketing collateral. The team involved as many as 6,603 sale points
and was successful in increasing artisan revenue. As a result of this project, crafts and tourism in
the area are now more linked than ever before.

Ethiopia: Empowering Community Enterprises for Long-term Success

Ethiopia’s Bale Mountain area is lush and beautiful, and is the home of successful community-led
tourism initiatives. In 2009 Solimar addressed the conservation and regulation problems in
Ethiopia by affecting a sustainable tourism development project in partnership with the Frankfurt
Zoological Society. The team created 7 community tourism enterprises as well as branding and
marketing tools aimed at awareness-building among foreigners and locals alike. The local
communities now leverage their cultural heritage, which includes expressive dances and crafts, in
its tourism development. This offers them alternative livelihoods that in turn benefit
environmental conservation.

Using the arts to market
a community can benefit both the tourism industry and the arts industry. As a tool for sustainable
community development, cultural tourism works to create partnerships among various segments of
the community and region.

Every year, thousands of British vacationers hand over good money only to be left wet,
cold, hungry and sore. Some have been ripped off by dodgy package-tour operators selling
holidays in concrete hell-holes on the Mediterranean. But for a select minority, being drenched,
frozen, starved and bumped is the point of the whole thing.

Such adventure holidays come in lots of different shapes and sizes. The domestic market
runs from school trips to slightly riskier ‘adrenalin sports', such as whitewater rafting and cliff-
jumping, and full-blast 'survival schools', where pasty-faced desk-jockeys learn how to live off the
land, under the supervision of a instructor with a military background. Thrill-seekers whose
appetite for hardships outstrips the options available at home risk their necks in more far-flung
places, such as Peru and the Australian outback.

Simon Tobin, the managing director of Explore Worldwide, Britain's biggest operator of
adventure holidays abroad, says the market has grown by 10—15% a year for the past five years
or so. That compares with 4— 5% for the traditional sun, sea and sand package holiday.
Travelling in small groups with a local guide, punters can follow in the footsteps of Lawrence of
Arabia, or try life as a troglodyte in Matmata, an underground village in Tunisia.

Mick Tyler, a former commando who served in Kuwait, the Arctic and among the
headhunters of Borneo, and who now runs the Breakaway Survival School in Wales, says the
number of visitors to his outfit has doubled over the past three years. 'People are fed up with
ordinary holidays," Mr Tyler says. 'Most of them have no need to think for themselves in everyday
life. They come out here and are surprised to find how unaware of the world around them they
have become. They want to learn basic skills, like how to use a map and compass or build a
shelter".

Handy stuff, no doubt, and maybe even quite useful on a more traditional holiday — say
when the tour operator's minibus breaks down somewhere between the airport and a miserable
two-star hotel in Mallorca.

Extreme tourism, also sometimes referred to as shock tourism, is travel that is strongly
characterized by a sense of adventure or even physical danger. The “extreme” aspect of this type
of tourism may derive from a destination itself or from one or more activities which are engaged
in during one’s trip. Extreme tourism may be arranged by the traveler herself or may be
coordinated by an adventure travel company. Critics of this type of tourism argue that it may lead
to environmental damage.

In some cases, extreme tourism draws its sense of thrill or risk from a destination. Some
extreme tourists travel to places that are considered moderately or even extremely unsafe for
physical or political reasons. For instance, they may travel to regions that have been affected by
nuclear disasters, like the area surrounding the Chernobyl plant in Ukraine, or to countries that are
at war.

Another form of extreme tourism involves traveling to a destination in order to participate
in one or more adventurous or potentially dangerous activities. While there are many different
extreme activities in which one can participate, most of these activities are physical in nature. For
example, an extreme tourist may take a trip which involves cage diving with great white sharks,
BASE jumping, or parachuting from a static point such as a skyscraper or cliff, trekking across a
desert, or exploring underwater caves.

1. Rishikesh and the Ganges River Valley, India

If you’re going on a yoga pilgrimage, Rishikesh is a good place to start. Dubbed the “birthplace of
yoga,” this spiritual town is nestled in the foothills of the Himalayan mountains along the sacred
Ganges River in Northern India. Legend has it that a famous saint came to the river to give
penance and was acknowledged by Hindu God Vishnu. Rishikesh is replete with ashrams and
temples that pay homage to various gods and goddesses, as well as a plethora of yoga classes and
workshops.

2. Mysuru (Mysore), India

It is believed that yoga and its meditative practice have been around for 5,000 years. But while
Mysore is considered the home of Ashtanga yoga (the traditional style your go-to vinyasa
class can be traced back to), it wasn’t always part of the city’s identity. Back when India was
under British rule, the practice of yoga, along with other Hindu customs, were unpopular, even
with the locals.

3. Pune, India

Just as Mysore is synonymous with Ashtanga yoga, Pune is the hometown of lyengar yoga. As
one of Krishnamacharya's disciples, B.K.S. lyengar was asked to spread the study of yoga to Pune
by his guruji, at just 18 years old with a mere 3 years of yoga experience. Once in Pune, the young
yogi didn’t just share his knowledge, he adapted the practice to incorporate the use of props, such
as chairs and ropes, to assist students who with limitations and, thus, making the practice’s
therapeutic benefits more accessible. Almost 40 years after his arrival in Pune, he opened the
esteemed Ramamani lyengar Memorial Yoga Institute in 1975.

4. The Rubin Museum of Art
New York City

The Rubin Museum of Artis a pocket of serenity in New York City’s lively neighborhood of
Chelsea. Unlike other art spaces in the city, this six-floor museum is not just home to some of the
most prestigious Himalayan art exhibitions, it’s a hub for world-renowned scholars and yogic
thinkers who teach seminars and workshops (many of which are free) that tie contemporary fields
like neuroscience and technology to the ancient practice of yoga and meditation.

5. Sedona, Arizona

Sedona is not just one of the most beautiful places in the U.S., it’s also one of the most mystical.
The Native Americans consider it a sacred locale for healing and spiritual renewal. It’s known for
its energy vortexes (there are four main ones, but you can spot small pockets of energy around
spiraled Juniper trees), plethora of crystal shops, and aura readings, as well as rejuvenating and
medicinal spa treatments.

Planning a holiday

As well as the traditional two-week beach holiday, you can choose from a range of holidays:
a cruise (holiday on a ship), an activity holiday (a holiday that involves walking, cycling, climbing
or other sports), a city break (a weekend or a few days in a different city) and so on. A lot of
people choose a package holiday, where flights and accommaodation are included in the price. But
many people prefer an independent holiday, where they make their own travel arrangements.

If you can't travel abroad, you can also choose a staycation - a mix of "vacation™ (holiday) and
"staying at home". This is where you still take a week or two for a break, but do fun activities in
your own city, region or country.

If you travel independently, you will need to book your flights or train tickets. Unless you have
an onward destination, you will probably book a return journey. Then you will need to make a
reservation at a hotel, or another place to stay, such as a campsite (if you are camping in a tent), or
a caravan site (if you are staying in a caravan), or a B&B (a bed and breakfast).

Holiday preparations

For all types of foreign holidays, it is essential that you check you have all your travel documents.
Make sure your passport hasn't expired, and that you have a visa if necessary. If you are travelling
to some countries, you also need to make sure that all your vaccinations (protection against
illness) are up to date. For some countries you might need a vaccination against hepatitis, or
yellow fever, for example.

As your departure date gets nearer, you can start to plan the details of your journey. Perhaps it will
be a good idea to buy aguide book, or aphrase book, if you don't speak much of the local
language. Some people like to read up on (= get lots of background information) where they are
going, and find out about the places of interest and "must-see"” (] sights. It's also fun to make
a packing list, so you don't forget any vital clothes or toiletries.

It's also a good idea to buy local currency in advance, if your flight gets in (= arrives) in the
middle of the night, when no banks are open. Most airlines also advise you to take out
(=get) travel insurancejust in case your flight is delayed or cancelled, or if you get ill and need to
be repatriated (sent back to your country).

Don't forget to make arrangements for your pets and your house while you're away. Put your dog
into kennels (a dog hotel), and leave a key with your neighbour just in case! Hopefully your
neighbour will keep an eye on your house while you're on holiday! Finally, get to the airport with
plenty of time to spare. Nowadays it can take much longer to get through security and onto the
plane. Have a nice trip and send your neighbour a postcard!

Many British people have decided that it is not worth spending money on a holiday in
Britain because the weather is so unreliable. They prefer to spend their money on package
holidays. A package holiday is a cheap form of group travel. You pay a travel agent a sum of
money and he arranges a flight, hotel, food and entertainment. All you need is pocket money when
you get to the foreign country. The most popular British holiday destination is the coast in Spain.
France and Italy are also popular destinations but the visitors often drive there. Some camp or live
in caravans, others stay in holiday homes or small hotels. It is sometimes cheaper to go abroad
with a package holiday than to stay in England. In spite of this seaside holidays in Britain are still
a very popular and traditional form of holiday for the majority of British people. Because Britain
is quite a small island, no one leaves farther than 75 miles from the sea. As soon as the summer
weather begins, thousands of people in cars make their way to the coast. Many parents are willing
to sit on crowded beaches, in traffic jams, and — sometimes — in bad weather, to give their children
a seaside holiday. Many of the towns and villages on the south coast of England are still very
beautiful. But oil pollution in the water has become a problem over the last few years.

Many of the larger holiday resorts have piers. Brighton has a famous pier. It is a long
platform which stretches out into the sea. You have to pay to go on the pier. On the pier you will
find restaurants, small shops, a theatre or a concert hall, amusement stalls and a fortune teller. A
pier is very good place when it is too cold to sit on a beach.

The seaside is a place for a family holiday. Many teenagers prefer to go youth-hostelling
and hitchhiking around the countryside. Youth hostels are cheap, but the accommodation is
simple. Hitchhiking is a very cheap way of travelling, but sometimes you have to wait for hours at
the side of the road before you get a lift.

Many of the most beautiful parts of Britain are owned by the National Trust. The Trust
tries to preserve historic buildings, bird sanctuaries, forests, villages and parks. A lot of people
enjoy active, open-air holidays such as walking or mountaineering. Although British mountains
are not spectacularly high there are many rocks and cliffs and Wales and Scotland that are difficult
to climb. Professional mountaineers have trained there before going on expeditions to Tibet or
South America.
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A holiday camp is a complete contrast to this kind of independent outdoor holiday. It is not
a holiday in caravans or tents. It is a holiday at a special camp where people live in small chalets;
special staff looks after their children; games are organized; entertainment of all kinds is provided
and everyone eats in a large dining-hall. Guests never have to leave the gates of the camp. Billy
Butlin who started the first holiday camps in Britain is now a very rich man. He is now Sir Billy
Butlin; he has been knighted for his services to the country.

Many large travel companies have got a lot of outlets within a city, a region, a country or
throughout the world. An outlet is a point of sales of a company. There are outlets of travel
agencies, airlines, car hire companies, coaching and cruising companies. There are travel agency
outlets in hotels, airport terminals, railway stations, big department stores, at large factories and
plants, and in office sites.

If a travel company has got an outlet at a factory or in an office building, it means that it
serves employees of those companies. Such an outlet provides the same services as other outlets
and the head office of the travel company. It means that offers and prices are the same in all
outlets.

There is usually just one travel clerk at a sales outlet. He or she does all the work. He or
she answers phone calls, meets customers in person, works on the computer, does paperwork. This
clerk makes bookings, issues and sells tickets, collects money and gives receipts. Of course, the
clerk keeps in touch with the head office and knows all the up-to-date information on tours and
tickets.

The roles of government are vital to tourism. First, governments generally set the policy of
their country, state, or locality towards tourism. They also regulate the different components of the
industry on a day-to-day basis.

Second, they perform the research and analysis that result in statistics on the tourist
industry. Third, they are often involved in the development of tourism in their areas. This is
especially true in the developing countries, but it occurs in industrialized areas as well. Fourth,
governments are actively engaged in promoting a flow of tourism. In many countries, tourism is
so important that its interests are represented at the ministerial level of government Spain, for
example, has a Ministry of Tourism and Information.

One of the ways in which countries or regions can promote tourism is by relaxing the kind
of regulation that usually comes under the heading of "red tape." Travel is made easier when there
are no visa requirements and when the entry formalities are simple.

National policy can also discourage tourism. In some cases, this may work to prevent the
country's nationals from travelling outward. Any country can discourage incoming tourism simply
by not providing accommodations and catering services or by restricting the length of time a
traveller can stay in that country. Some countries have set visa and entrance requirements that
severely restrict entry.

Governments at all levels are also involved in day-to-day regulation of the tourist facilities,
including various kinds of licensing. A license is a document giving permission to carry on a
particular kind of activity after meeting prescribed standards and paying a fee. Catering
establishments must be inspected periodically in most localities to ensure that they maintain
standards of cleanliness. An interesting kind of regulation is the official system, used in France
and other countries, for rating accommodations establishments according to objective standards.

Still another kind of research in tourism involves trying to determine the social impact of
tourism on an area. This has become an important factor before undertaking tourist development,
in part because of the negative effect that tourism has had on many places in the Caribbean. Most
governments now try to regulate the location and density of new developments, thereby spreading
the economic benefits more widely.

Where government investment in tourism is not direct, there must be an indirect investment in
the form of building or improving the infrastructure. The infrastructure consists of those things
that are necessary before development can take place — roads, sewers, electricity, telephone
service, airports and water supply. The facilities that are based on the infrastructure are often
called the superstructure.

Another way in which governments encourage tourism is through training programs for
service personnel.

Before a government undertakes tourist development, it usually attempts to determine the
market potential — the number or percentage of travellers it can hope to attract. This is followed
by studies of the social impact and very often of the environmental impact — what tourism will do
to the natural surroundings.

The research is followed by the actual planning and development that include improvement of
the infrastructure, financial arrangements, and construction of the superstructure. The tendency at
the present time is strongly in favour of careful research and planning instead of unrestricted
growth and expansion.

Guests at the Waldhaus Am See in St. Moritz bring more than baggage to the 36-room
hotel. With manager Claudio Bernasconi’s encouragement, each week in summer they cart in box
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loads of trash they’ve found in the Swiss mountains. The visitor who brings in the most litter gets
room and board for a week on the house. The record is 19 kilograms, mostly cans, collected by
two Swiss women on vacation last August.

“They said they worked so hard they were going to need another holiday,” Bernasconi
laughs.

The hotel’s two-year-old campaign is meant to encourage visitors to protect the Alpine
environment. But Bernasconi and tourist officials throughout the Alps know that responsible, or
“soft” tourism requires more than picking up litter.

Successful ecotourists, they say, must start with careful planning — finding leisure
activities and transportation that go easy on the environment and searching out resorts that
promote active preservation of the Alps. Once the raveler has arrived, moreover, he or she must
strive to conserve energy, avoid endangered species and purchase local products, generally
produced by mountain farmers who sustain the fragile landscape of the Alps.

One approach to soft tourism is scheduling a trip between seasons. Staggering of holiday
schedules helps reduce the choking, noisy traffic that tops the list of environmental concerns in
most Alpine regions. Alpine resorts generally boom during the height of winter, when hotels are
filled to 100 per cent of capacity.

Another important way to mitigate the environmental assault from autos is to take public
transportation whenever possible. In some areas, like Zermatt, Switzerland, local transport is an
attraction in itself. In Zermatt, a mountain community 1,620 meters high, cars are forbidden. In
their place, a fleet of five electric buses carries skiers to lifts (the fare about $1.40). Hotels ferry
luggage on some 380 smaller electric vehicles. The payoff for the environment is low pollution
and energy demand, and blissful quiet.

The environmental ethic should continue inside the hotel. Responsible tourists should
reduce their own demand for energy whenever possible by flicking off unnecessary lights, by
turning down heat, and by finding out how often the hotel changes sheets and towels, and letting
the concierge know if they can get by with the same laundry for a longer period of time.

Tourists who visit local shops can try to buy items with minimal wrapping that will add
less trash to overloaded waste systems. They can also purchase locally made products when
possible. Goods made nearby require less energy to transport, and their sale supports the Alpine
economy.

Finally, ecotourists should take their environmental ethic onto the ski slopes and hiking
trails of the Alps. It is important to avoid straying from marked paths or ski runs unless a local
guide is present. Snow protects plants and animals through the winter and skis can slash the
blanket that enables them to survive.

The future of the alpine ecosystem depends on the behavior of the millions of tourists each
year who enjoy the beauty and grandeur of the Alps. Damage done by the unthinking tourist can
be irreversible, and in some parts of the Alps, trash thrown to the side of the trail will be preserved
for decades in a deep freeze.

But if everyone cooperates, the payoff will be rewarding vacations in the lush alpine
environment for generations to come.

There have been three aims of most tourist promotion in the last few years. The first has
been to retain the established market of people for whom travel is a normal form of recreation.
The second purpose of tourist promotion has been to increase the size of the market. In order for
tourism to grow, it is necessary to attract people who would not have travelled much until the last
few years. The third goal of tourist promotion has been to overcome what might best be called its
seasonal bias.

In many countries, summer is the traditional vacation season. In France, for instance, the
summer vacation has extended even to the shutting down of many stores and small businesses.
Many Frenchmen leave Paris in August for the south of France or for destinations outside the
country. Winter vacations have been heavily promoted to spread tourism more evenly throughout
the year. There has been a big increase in facilities for winter sports. Ski resorts have sprung up
which attract not only the wealthy to resorts in Switzerland, but also the office or factory workers
who want to get out on the ski slopes for a winter weekend.

Many different organizations are involved in tourist promotion. They include tourist
bureaus, transportation companies, tour operators, retail travel agents and individual hotels or
hotel chains. Through their tourist offices, governments do a great deal of travel Promotion, both
in the form of advertising and publicity.

There are two major kinds of promotion — publicity and advertising. Publicity might well
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be termed free advertising. It consists of stories placed in newspapers and magazines about travel,
accommodations, restaurants, and other parts of the whole tourist industry. Many newspapers and
magazines carry such stories regularly as features. Professional travel writers journey from resort
area to resort area to report on the facilities and amenities that are available. Another kind of
tourist-connected public relations comes under the heading of familiarization. People in the
industry, especially those involved in sales — travel agents — are frequently provided with free
trips to tourist destinations. They will be able to answer questions from their own experience.

The promotion programme is prepared in the market targets and marketing strategy. This
requires knowledge of distribution channels and the various techniques available. A promotion
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programme is generally prepared for a three to five year period and specifies by year the types of
promotion to be undertaken and their estimated costs. Continuing costs, such as for maintenance
of local informational offices, can be included in the programme. The types of promotional
techniques are diverse and relate to advertising, publicity and public relations. The commonly
applied techniques include the following:

o Preparing and distributing collateral material. The types and numbers of collateral material
to be produced and their distribution channels must be decided.

o Preparing audio-visual presentation material, and deciding on its most productive use.

o Advertising in consumer-oriented newspapers and magazines. For targeted promotion,
special interest type publications are important for advertising.

o Advertising in travel trade publications aimed at tour operators and other trade
organisations.

o Advertising on radio and television (this can be expensive but often effective for mass
marketing).

o Attendance, including setting up exhibit booths, at annual tourism trade fairs (this is usually
done at the national or regional level of marketing).

o Special promotional trips to certain market countries and areas to conduct sales seminars for
travel agencies (this can also be expensive).

o Inviting and hosting visits by tour operators and travel writers and photographers who will
publish their material in newspapers and magazines. This can be an effective inexpensive
technique for either mass or selective marketing, depending on the tour operators and
publications involved.

o Preparing and publishing tourist guide and general information books of the area if they are
not available commercially (these can be sold and the publication cost recovered), or
encouraging writers and publishers to prepare such books.

An important factor in successful promotion is the message content. It must tell the target
markets what they need to know to make a decision. Once the promotion message content is
created, it should be tested before it is actually used. This is necessary to ensure that the person or
organisation receiving the message understands what is being communicated and that there is no
ambiguity. It is also important to be careful about any claims made in promotion messages. False
statements, or exaggerated or misleading ones, can lead to legal problems or result in dissatisfied
tourists.

Tourist advertising is a large business in itself. Most of the advertising is directed toward
the large tourist-generating regions.

Media are different means of spreading information in the form of news and advertising.
Newspapers and magazines are the print media, and radio and television are the broadcast media.
Television reaches the largest market, one that generally cuts across different social and income
groups. TV time is also very expensive, so it is used principally by transportation companies and
large tourist agencies. Radio serves a more limited audience. It cannot transmit the beautiful
pictures and colours of television, but it is unique because it can reach people driving their cars.

Another form of advertising is a brochure. It can contain beautiful colour photographs or it
can be a simple throwaway with a page of details for a tour. Tour operators distribute brochures
and throwaways in large numbers to travel agents in the market area they are trying to reach. In
addition, many of them are sent out by direct mailing to selected lists of customers by tour
operators and travel agents.

Perhaps the most effective kind of tourist promotion is the one that cannot be manipulated
by the industry. This is word of mouth, what one person says to another about his or her vacation.
And this is indeed a major topic of conversation among people who travel. Like news stories, the
results of "word of mouth” can be good or bad. A recommendation of a resort or hotel by one
family to another can significantly influence the choice people are likely to make. On the other
hand, a bad report spread around by dissatisfied tourists may sharply cut tourism. Among other
things, "word of mouth™ guarantees that the tourist industry will provide more or less what it
promises. One might say that it is powerful force in keeping the industry honest.

The range of jobs in tourism is very wide, from unskilled, like a dish washer in a
restaurant, to semi-skilled, like a waiter or a chambermaid, to skilled, like a travel agent or a tour
operator. In addition, tourism generates many jobs that are not usually considered to be within the
industry itself — jobs in construction, manufacturing, and merchandising.

A majority of the jobs in tourism have one common feature: contact with the public,
including both the positive and negative aspects of dealing with ordinary human beings. Anyone
who has chosen a career in tourism should enjoy working with people and be tolerant, especially
since the irritations of travel can bring out the worst qualities in some people.

In many jobs in which it is necessary to deal with the public, language skill is necessary or
desirable. People who hold jobs of this kind include travel agency employees, ticket and
reservations agents, airline flights personnel, front-desk employees in hotels, tour conductors or
guides, waiters, barmen and so forth. The degree of language skill may vary from using special
terms in catering service jobs to speaking fluently among travel agents and tour guides.

The tourist industry differs from many others as it employs more women than other kinds
of business. Indeed, women are found at all levels. Many successful travel agents are women who
have established independent enterprises after gaining experience elsewhere in the industry. There
are many different ways to acquire the necessary experience. Some agents begin as clerical
workers or secretaries in travel agencies or in the transportation companies.

In addition to dealing with the public, the travel agent must deal with people who work for
the other components in the industry. One of the most important aspects of the job is keeping

informed of the highly complex pricing policies of airlines and the resort hotels. The agent must
also keep up with other developments in the industry — new resorts, changing travel regulations,
new services.

The people who write about travel also receive lavish treatment from the tourist industry.
There are relatively few travel writers, but they fill an important place in publicizing the industry.
Some of them work full-time for magazines or newspapers. Others are free-lancers: they work for
themselves and sell their articles to any publication that is interested in them. There is also a small
industry involved in writing and publishing travel guidebooks.

The tour operators work much more within the framework of ordinary corporate practice
than the small retail agencies do. Companies like Cook and American Express employ people in
nearly all phases of tourism, ranging from the jobs that would be found in a retail travel agency to
those that deal with packaging tours or establishing overall policy for the companies. They also
employ a large staff to work on advertising and publicity.

Consulting firms also play a part in the tourist industry. A consultant offers the expertise he
has acquired through study and experience to individual clients on a fee basis. In tourism,
consultants are called in to give advice to government tourist bureaus or private developers.

Tourism is an industry that is still growing rapidly. It provides people with a variety of
occupations that require different kinds of skills. No matter what aspect of the industry one may
work in, the final result of the effort should be a satisfied customer who remembers his trip and his
holiday with pleasure.

There are people in tourism who work for themselves. They are called free-lancers. They
don't work full-time for any tourist company. They work part-time or in high season only. They
don't work in low and off-season.

Among free-lancers there are guides, guides-interpreters, escorts, animators, travel writers.
Tourist companies employ them for seasonal work. Cruising companies, resort hotels and holiday
centres employ animators for summer high season. Travel agencies which deal with in-coming
tourism employ guides, guides-interpreters, escorts. Travel writers offer their articles to magazines
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and newspapers when they wish to. Often magazines order special articles on tourist subjects from
travel writers.

Free-lancers are registered. It means that, on the one hand, they have got licences. Licences
prove their qualifications and give them permission to work. On the other hand, if they are
registered, they pay taxes.

Free-lancers are, as a rule, members of professional associations. In high season free-
lancers earn a lot of money. In low and off-season they don't earn any money at all or do some
other job. Teachers work as free-lance guides. Students work as escorts. Actors work as animators.
Travel writers are often permanent free-lancers.
